Explanatory Notes
1. The economic operator responsible for the transfer (normally the consignor) of the explosives shall complete sections 1 to 4 of the Intra-Community transfer of explosives document and submit that document to the competent authority of the country of origin (Ireland) for approval.

2. The economic operator responsible for the transfer shall provide the competent authority with a copy of the Intra-Community transfer of explosives document authorised by the recipient competent authority and the competent authorities of each of the transit Member States. Competent authority approvals can either be on the same document or as a collection of separate documents. In all cases the approval must be securely identified.
3. Where the competent authority of a Member State considers that special security requirements are necessary, prior provision of all the information in the document is necessary. If none of the competent authorities involved in the transaction considers that special security requirements are necessary, only the information marked with an asterisk (*) must be provided.

4. Please also note that where security requirements apply, it is of vital importance that the economic operator responsible for the transfer maintains liaison with the relevant Garda authorities regarding the exact date of departure of the explosives.  The dates of departure and arrival should be specified on the transfer application form by the economic operator responsible for the transfer. Where these dates are uncertain, or if they change due to unforeseen circumstances, these changes should be notified without delay by the economic operator responsible for the transfer to the relevant Garda authorities giving sufficient notice in order to allow security arrangements to be re-scheduled. The onus is on the economic operator responsible for the transfer to ensure that the new information is accurate and that the notification of the new dates is received and acknowledged by An Garda Síochána
5. In order to allow sufficient time to process the application and to make the appropriate security arrangements, a minimum of three weeks notice must be given to the competent authority. Applications should be made to:

6. In all cases, the document must accompany the explosives until they arrive at their destination.

7. ‘Full description of explosives’ means the trade name and/or UN proper shipping name and any other appropriate information to assist in the identification of the items. Where the explosives are not CE marked or not marked in accordance with S.I. 133 of 2009 this should be clearly indicated.

8. ‘Quantity’ means as appropriate, the number of articles or the net mass of explosives.
