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Information Note - 2021 Boarfish Management



Due to changed circumstances which included the early closure of the 2020 Boarfish Fishery and the level of interest in the 2021 fishery, the Minister has approved revised management arrangements for the 2021 Boarfish Fishery.  Details are set out below.  


2021 Boarfish Management

Available Quota 11 January to 15 March and 01 September to 31 December 2021
 Quota                                 3,309t (Provisional TAC 01 January to 31 March 2021)

Available 08 January       3,167t
 
Quota catch limits to be made to the 23 vessels identified in 2011 with track record 2006 to 2010. 
1. 3,167 tonnes x 85% = 2,692 tonnes to be allocated to the 23 vessels identified in 2011 for the period 12 January to 15 March and 01 September to 31 December 2021.  The ratios set down in 2011 are set out in the table below. 
1. A provisional TAC is in place for the period 01 January to 31 March 2021. Catch limits to be revised in the % share and existing ratios when full year TAC becomes available.   
1. The policy to be applied for the full year and when the quota for the full year is set at EU level, the additional quota available to Ireland will be allocated on the same basis  
1. The closed season 15 March to 01 September to remain in place.
1. Landing figures to be reviewed on 30 November 2021 to consider whether to re-allocate the quota remaining in the existing ratios or to have an open fishery.  
1. Landings of Boarfish in excess of the permitted catch limits will be subject to quota balancing in accordance with the Minister’s Quota Balancing Policy for Pelagic Stocks of July 2021.

1. Available quota 3,167 tonnes X 15% = 475 tonnes   
1. The 475t will be available to cover any such by-catch by all vessels other than the 23 authorised vessels
Determination (No.31) of the Need for an Authorisation which is currently in force requires all vessels fishing for Boarfish to be authorised however by way of derogation:
 “ a boat, or a person on board that boat, may, without a Boarfish authorisation, retain on board or land on any occasion a quantity of Boarfish that does not exceed 5% by live weight of the total quantity of all other species retained on board or landed on that occasion.”
